Guest Speaker:   Kris Sudan discussed the Rotary Ambala Cancer and General Hospital project that our club partnered with Rotarians and local leaders in India.  The Center was dedicated in honor of our deceased Past President Debbie Maners. A brief history of the project follows:
· Kris started w/trips to visit his mother and decided to organize a project that he could periodically check on as he went to visit his Mom

· He found seed money and worked with RI to find matching grants that ultimately totaled $154,000 along with the $300,000 that was raised within the Indian District where the hospital is located

· Project started Nov 2003 and has continued through 2010 and reaches out to 2 million people within that region

· Facility originally started as a cancer screening center but has evolved into a sophisticated cancer detection center.

· Facility is now putting up an Oncology center

Cognitive speed declines with age but there are tips to keep brain cells working.  This session will offer strategies to keep us mentally active.
