Younger people even those in their 30s are losing jobs experiencing memory loss and depression. 6.8 million Americans are struggling with issues of the aging brain. So, we must USE IT or LOSE IT!!! Cognitive speed declines with age but there are tips to keep brain cells working.  This session will offer strategies to keep us mentally active.

Service Above Self and Disney?: This anecdote came to us from Shirley Hirsch:  During 2010, DisneyWorld offered a voluntEAR opportunity to the public. Thanks to AG Dave Freudenberg, the Mae Volen/Rotary food delivery program was included in the “Give a Day, Get a Disney Day” special. PDG Ken and Shirley Hirsch brought their daughter and granddaughters to the food distribution center for a volunteer day in January. All 5 of them registered for the free Disney tickets. Last Sunday they used  their free passes at the Magic Kingdom.  When you enter the park, each volunteer is given a voluntEAR button to wear for the day.  About 10 am, while they were purchasing water bottles on Main Street, a Disney staffer noticed their buttons and began a conversation about their volunteer experience. The staffer was impressed and asked them if they could demonstrate a smile and “Princess wave”. The hand motions passed the test and then he popped the question, “How would you like to be the Grand Marshal in today’s parade?” The answer was spontaneous yes.
