Guest Speaker:   Jon Kaye, Chief Operating Officer and Executive Vice President of Kaye Communications, www.kcompr.com , a full service integrated marketing & Public Relations firm shared with us the work they are doing to develop a strategic plan for the branding and marketing of Downtown Boca Raton.
